U.S. GOVERNMENT

ARTICLE REPORT FORM

Your article should be from a current news magazine.  You may use an article from a

newspaper, but it must be a major story of some length.  You should check with your

teacher for approval.  The article should somehow relate to U.S. Government.  It does

not have to be about U.S. Government but should relate to it.  The paper should be at 

least two pages in length but no more than three.   I would prefer the paper be typed but

it does not need to be.

REQUIREMENTS FOR ARTICLE REPORTS:

1. Name of the Magazine, issue (date), page number, article title.

2.  INTRODUCTION:  In general terms, describe what the article was about.   This 

     means you should start your report with the words,  “This article was about….. or

     “The article I read was about…..”

3.  SUMMARY OF THE ARTICLE:   Describe the contents of the article.  Pick out some 

     important information in the article.  Be specific, but do not copy word for word.  

    Any direct quotes should use quotation marks.

4.  OPINION:   Three areas should be covered in the opinion:

A. What did you think about the topic of the article?  Express your view and explain.

B.  What did you think about the way the article was presented?  Was the author 

      presenting opinion in some way?  Were there any pictures, charts, or graphs?

      If so, how did they add to the article?

C. How did the article apply to the subject of government?

5. CORE DEMOCRATIC VALUES:  Explain how one of the major Core Democratic

Values is being represented in the article.   The value may be challenged, glorified,

or simply mentioned.  The article may be focused on removing a value, strengthening

a value or the article may be focused on the value.
