UNITED STATES HONORS HISTORY

SYLLABUS

1. The books required for this class are:  HISTORY OF THE UNITED STATES.
2. Each class will start with attendance.

3. Each day current events will be due for a certain number of people; we will discuss current events at the beginning of each class period.  One current event will be due each week.  A total of 8 current events will be due every nine weeks.  Current event must pertain to important world events.

· Current events must be turned in at the beginning of class

· You will be asked to locate the area of your current event on a map.

· Current events count as a homework grade.

· Each current event must contain the source, page, date, and title.

· Current events must be from a written source.  (no T.V. or radio)

· Current events may not be turned in late.

· State a Core Democratic Value being represented in the article either positive or negative.

4. There will be a seating chart.

5. Test and quizzes count for 40% of your grade, homework for 35%, a daily grade for 10%, and a final exam for 15%.

6. Bring your book to class everyday.

7. You are expected to come to class prepared, any homework or assignments that are due that day are to be handed in on time.  Homework and other assignments may be turned in one day late for half credit.  You will receive half of the points that you have correct.  
8. If you are not in class on the day of a test you will need to make the test up on your own time.  You will not be permitted to take the test during class time.  Make-up test may be different from the original test.

· Test need to be made up within one week of the original test date.

9. A study guide will be given for each chapter.

10. There will be homework and reading assignments in this class.  There is always a chance of a pop quiz or a map quiz.

11.  Questions for each test will be taken from reading assignments, homework assignments, lectures and study guides.

12.  GRADING SCALE:  The standard grading scale will be used in this class.
13.  Units that will be covered in this course are the following:  The Post Civil War Era after 1865, Rebuilding the South 1865-1900, America becomes an Industrial Power, New Frontiers-The Conquest of the West, America Becomes an Urban Society, The Rise of Politics, The Labor Movement, The Progressive Movement, America Expands its Power, World War I, The Roaring Twenties, The Great Depression, The New Deal, World War II, The Cold War, The Korean War, The 1960’s=Civil Rights-Vietnam-Kennedy-Space, The 1970’s=Nixon-Watergate-Ford-The Women’s Movement-Carter, The 1980’s=Regan-Bush.

14. You will be required to read at least two books for honors history, one each semester. There is a possibility of more.  There will also be writing assignments that correspond with each book.  The book and the assignments will be announced later.

15. You will be required to write three papers each semester.  Each paper will relate to a controversial issue in United States History.  You will be given a list of controversial issues from which to choose.   You will be given an outline describing how to write this paper.
